Jackie helped Germany to learn the rules – requiring patience and application 
based on the level of play – done with passion and compassion. 
 
Equally memorable, in the USA Jackie & Judy Wolstenholm were umpiring 
Delaware versus Princeton.  Judy was setting up the draw when 6 guys 
streaked across the field stark naked.  Jackie told Judy to wait – when Judy 
asked ‘why?’
