2008 U.S. MEN’S UNDER 19 LACROSSE TEAM FACT SHEET

EVENT/SCHEDULE 

The 2008 U.S. Men’s Under 19 Lacrosse Team will compete in the 2008 International Lacrosse Federation World Championship, July 3 -12 in Coquitlam,  British Columbia, Canada. The team will be selected July 12-15, 2007 and compete in a brief camp in January, 2008; and practices, exhibitions and a full training camp in June and July, 2008 before the Championship.    
OVERSIGHT

US Lacrosse, through staff and volunteer committees, oversees all aspects of four

national teams: the men’s and women’s Under 19 Teams and the Open/Elite Teams. This team is managed by the US Lacrosse Men’s Division Director, in conjunction with the US Lacrosse Men’s International Committee and the 2008 U.S. Men’s Under 19 Team Competition Committee, which collectively manages the details of team logistics, coach/staff/player selection, sponsorship, fundraising and competition. The Team Competition Committee is chaired by Jake Reed and made up of the 2003 U.S. Men’s Under 19 Team coaching staff, the 2008 U.S. Men’s Under 19 Team coaching staff and the leadership of the US Lacrosse Men’s High School Committee.  

TRYOUTS

Team player tryouts will be held July 12-15, 2007 at the University of Maryland, Baltimore County (UMBC). More specific details about the player application process and the tryout itself are available below, and through the High School Area Chairmen and Head Varsity and Club High School Coaches.

2008 U.S. MEN’S UNDER 19 TEAM PLAYER APPLICATION PROCESS INFORMATION  


PLAYER APPLICATION PROCESS

The United States is divided into 80 Areas where varsity or club boys’ interscholastic lacrosse is played. Each Area is managed by an Area Chairman who oversees All-Americans, All-Star game selection and other recognition functions.  

ROLE OF HIGH SCHOOL AREA CHAIRMEN

Each Area Chairman is responsible for submitting the most qualified players in their Areas to US Lacrosse for consideration for a tryout invitation. After thorough review and competition, the Team Competition Committee will invite the approximately 120 tryout players from the larger pool of applicants. 
Each Area may submit up to 12 players to be considered for an invitation to tryout. Players that are submitted by Area Chairmen must be available to tryout if invited but are not guaranteed a tryout invitation. All players submitted by the Area Chairmen will be carefully discussed and evaluated in a fair manner by the Team Competition Committee before 120 tryout invitations are extended. Area Chairmen MUST rank the submitted players within their Area, regardless of position after receiving input from their Head High School Varsity and Club Coaches. Area Chairmen must be sure that the submitted players are the most qualified in their Area and that they have a very real chance of making the team.   

INTERCOLLEGIATE APPLICANTS
Players in college may apply if they meet the age eligibility guidelines and if they receive a recommendation/application from their college coach. Each applicant must submit an application fee of $50 with the application form and send directly to US Lacrosse. Intercollegiate applicants must receive an application from their coach with his signature and must be members of US Lacrosse to be considered. Applications may be submitted directly to US Lacrosse.  
NOTE # 1: Prospective interscholastic applicants, coaches and athletic directors should not send applications directly to US Lacrosse; High School Area Chairmen will be responsible for this part of the process. ALL QUESTIONS ABOUT THE PROCESS SHOULD BE DIRECTED TO HIGH SCHOOL AREA CHAIRMEN.

NOTE # 2: Videotapes, letters of recommendation or any other kind of testimonial should not be sent to US Lacrosse nor should an applicant’s coach, athletic director or family member engage in lobbying in support of player applicants during the process.         

PLAYER ELIGIBILITY

· Applicants may not turn 19 on or before 8/31/07 to be considered for an invitation to tryout.

· Applicants must be available to attend every tryout session from noon on Thursday, July 12 through noon on Sunday, July 15, 2007. 

· Each selected team member must be available to participate in all official Team functions between July 15, 2007 through the conclusion of the World Championship in July, 2008.   

· Applicants must be members of US Lacrosse to be considered for an invitation to tryout.

· Applicants must submit a non-refundable application fee of $50 along with the application and a copy of the applicant’s birth certificate. Area Chairmen will collect this information.   

· Applicants invited to the tryouts must pay a non-refundable $200 participation fee to help offset the costs associated with the tryouts.

· US Lacrosse will cover all expenses associated with team travel, lodging and meals but each applicant must understand that, if they make the team, it will be the player’s responsibility to assist US Lacrosse with team fundraising.          

· Each tryout applicant must be a member in good standing of US Lacrosse between now and the tryouts to be considered. Selected team players must maintain their membership through July, 2008.

TRYOUT WEEKEND

Approximately 120 players will be invited to the four-day tryout weekend, which will be held at the University of Maryland, Baltimore County (UMBC) on July 12-15, 2007. Players invited to the tryouts will have to pay a non-refundable tryout fee of $200. This goes to help offset expenses associated with the tryouts, including facility rental, residence accommodations and meals. All tryout participants who do not make the team will be considered as potential alternates in case any selected players can’t compete or participate with the team for any reason.    
       

SELECTION COMMITTEE:
At the tryouts, the 23-player team will be chosen by a Player Selection Committee which will evaluate the players. The Player Selection Committee is comprised of the Team Competition Committee and a number of selectors who will be chosen this spring.  Player Selection Committee applications will be mailed to Head Varsity and Head Club Coaches by February 1, 2007. Only Head Varsity and Head Club High School Coaches may apply to be on the Player Selection Committee. Coaches who are named to the Player Selection Committee should attend all scheduled tryout sessions and meetings from 9 a.m. on July 12, 2007 through 3 p.m. on July 15, 2007. Player Selection Committee applicants will be asked to submit a completed application, but no resumes, letters or phone calls of recommendation will be required or accepted. Selection Committee applications will be mailed to Area Chairmen and Head Coaches.
